MO House Approves Common Core Fix

Intro:
The Missouri House of Representatives sent legislation to the Missouri Senate aiming to give the state a greater say when it comes to what is taught in the classroom.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how lawmakers are looking to tailor the state’s education standards to what is appropriate for all Missourians.
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The Missouri House put its stamp of approval on legislation aiming to replace a new set of federal education standards.

House Bill fourteen ninety seeks to set up a process to replace the Common Core education standards with ones more suited for the state.


Developed in 2009, the Common Core is a set of academic standards for math and language arts.

The proposal doesn’t eliminate the common core standards; it gives the state an avenue to develop new academic standards better suited for the state.
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“And so what we want to do is when we move forward with Missouri standards we have Missouri residents, Missouri parents, Missouri teachers being able to express their concerns and their ideas to help make sure our Missouri standards are the best possible.”

The legislation creates two fourteen member working groups to develop the mew k through twelve grade education standards.

It also gives school districts the ability to generate its own academic standards as long as it is in compliance with the new state standards.


Currently several school districts across the state use the common core standards.
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“And it is possible although probably not likely that these study groups would keep the common core and simply improve on the implementation of them so I think that is a possibility that we will still keep the common core.”

Lawmakers passed the proposal with more than one hundred thirty yes votes and sent it to the Missouri Senate for discussion…reporting from the State Capitol, I’m Jonathan Lorenz.
