MO House Approves 2nd Amendment Protections for State Workers

Intro:
The Missouri House of Representatives approved a proposal aiming to extend the second amendment rights of state workers.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how the legislation hopes to protect Missouri’s state workers.
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The Missouri House put its stamp of approval on a proposal aiming to extend the second amendment rights of state workers.


House Bill five thirty-three gives state workers the ability to have a firearm in their vehicle on state property.


The vehicle must be locked and the firearm must be out of sight.


Currently state workers are not allowed have firearms in their vehicles on state property.


The sponsor of the proposal claims her legislation is all about protecting the second amendment rights of state workers.
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“I believe it is our second amendment right, I believe it is our right to defend ourselves and these individuals have been denied that right and I want them to have the same rights as other Missouri citizens.”

The legislation also makes it illegal for an individual in possession of a controlled substance to also knowingly posses a firearm.

However opponents feel the legislation is a solution searching for a problem.
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“We seem in this body to always go looking for a solution… we have a solution waiting for a problem so, you know it is what it is.


Again I don’t think it is much ado about nothing, it doesn’t seem to be a problem anywhere else so.” 

Lawmakers passed the second amendment legislation with more than one hundred twenty-five yes votes and sent it to the Senate for consideration…reporting from the State Capitol, I’m Jonathan Lorenz.
