MO House Approves Tanning Bed Restrictions

The Missouri House approved a proposal placing restrictions on tanning facilities.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how lawmakers hope to protect children and teenagers from the harmful effects of tanning.
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The Missouri House put its stamp of approval on a proposal aiming to protect teenagers and children who use tanning facilities.

House Bill forty-seven requires individuals younger than seventeen to have in person written parental consent acknowledging the dangers of tanning.
