MO House Approves Red Light Camera Legislation
Intro:	Lawmakers passed legislation aiming to give people the choice if they want to allow red light cameras in the state of Missouri. Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how supporters hope to end the practice of giving traffic cameras the ability to write speeding tickets.
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	The Missouri House put its stamp of approval on legislation aiming to give voters the choice when it comes to allowing automated traffic enforcement systems in the state.
	Commonly referred to as red light cameras, House Bill Two-O-Seven upon voter approval would make all red light cameras in the state illegal.

	“These cameras put people in a position where they would rather slam on their brakes rather than rely on their best judgement as to whether or not they should move through a yellow light.
	In Kansas City we found that rear end collisions have gone up as much as seventeen to twenty-nine percent on the monitored lanes.”

	If the General Assembly passes the legislation, the red light camera ban would appear on the ballot in two thousand sixteen.
	However not every lawmaker supports the ban, some feel the issue should be decided on a city by city basis.

	The legislation now moves to the Missouri Senate for consideration.
