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Intro:	The annual veto session in the Missouri House saw lawmakers overturn several of the Governor’s vetoes.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how lawmakers hope to help some of the state’s most vulnerable citizens by overriding one of those vetoes.
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	Members of the Missouri House successfully overturned Governor Nixon’s veto of legislation aiming to help several of the state’s most vulnerable citizens.
	House Bill eleven thirty-two increases the tax credits available to those who donate to food pantries, maternity homes and pregnancy resource centers.
	The legislation raises the cap on each of the tax credits by five hundred thousand dollars.

	“These are doing good things for the people in the state of Missouri and it shocked me when the veto came in.”

	During the veto session, the Missouri House voted to restore more than fifty-three million dollars worth of spending vetoed by the Governor.
	These actions caused several opponents to voice concerns regarding the legislation’s price tag.

	“This is tax payer money, we just voted on over fifty line item vetoes of fabulous programs that the majority of this body would support and yet what this bill does is take further money out of our revenue… further money that we already don’t have.”

	“Most of these we will not actually hit the limit but we will probably hit the limit on at least one of them this next fiscal year so we’ve raised the limit slightly, just a fraction of one fraction of one percent.”

	The Missouri House moved to overturn Nixon’s veto on the tax credit bill with more than one hundred twenty yes votes.
